· Idea for a product to sell, spaces or places put to better use, or a service to provide

· Demonstrate how it could have far reaching impact and could make $

· Make $ for yourself or a social or environmental org.

· Eligibility—Students age 14-19 (two age groups 14-16; 17-19)
· Individuals 

· School teams

· Register and enter via special website

· Entries (open issue:  not firm yet whether we will ask for one, more, or all of the following)

· Describe idea (1 page – not necessarily text)

· Outline competitors (1 page)

· Money matters document (2 pages)

· Sales pitch (60 second YouTube?)

· Judging and Prizes

· Get a couple of sponsors & partners for judging and prizes

· Judging – could be done remotely/virtually
· Possible criteria

· Idea sheet – up to 10 points

· Competitors outline – up to 10 points

· Money matters – up to 10 points

· Sales pitch – up to 10 points
· Prize possibilities
· Money 
· Help / mentoring from an organization to help get idea implemented
· Cool technology gift
· Recognition (trophy or plaque) for school

· Certificate for ALL participants

· Award ceremony…at YOUR school, with press and local officials invited.
